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Don’t let this be your community ...
(based on a Saskatchewan story)

In a rural Saskatchewan community, the doctor serving the area had made Community X
home for several years.

The practice was a busy, thriving one and the doctor loved the community and its rural
advantages for his growing family. However, as the years passed, the doctor noticed a
steady increase for his services that caused him some worry. While this doctor had “roots” in
the community, other doctors would come and go. His clinic’s appointment calendar became
busier and busier especially each time one of the other doctors moved away. People also
started to come to the Emergency Department of the local hospital because they thought they
could be seen faster for concerns that were not emergencies. This meant he needed to come
back in the evenings and was working later and later. He felt exhausted. He missed his family
and they missed him. The health region he practiced in was working hard to recruit doctors,
but finding fewer and fewer doctors were interested in practicing in rural communities.
Eventually the strain became too much. After years of calling Community X home, the doctor
and his family left.

This rural community realized too late they had a responsibility to use their health services the
right way. The doctors are on-call for emergencies to ensure people get the care they need
quickly. What happened in this community was that the emergency department was being
used more for the peoples’ convenience and to bypass not having to wait for a clinic
appointment to see the doctor. It is important to use the right health service at the right time in
the right place. Don't let this be your community.

You have a responsibility to keep yourself and your community healthy. Use
health services appropriately so when you really need your physician he or
she will be there for you!
